Do not fear those who kill the body. gehenna Not specified.
You Capernaum, will you be exalted? hadou (hades) Capernaum - for wickedness and disobedience.
On this rock build church. Gates of hell hadou (hades) Not specified.
Better to lose hand/eye gehenna, Unquenchable fire Sinners. Those whose hands and eyes cause to sin.
Woe to S&P, twice the child of hell as you gehenna Hypocrites - Scribes and Pharisees.

Eternal judgment Judgment aioniou (Judgment of ages) Not specified.

Angels that sinned cast into tartaros Tartarus (verb: to cast into tartarus) Angels. In context (4-10) - sinners.
Present heaven/earth reserved for fire. Judgment and destruction for the godless The godless.

S&G were an example punished by fire Punishment of eternal fire (fire aioniou) Sinners in the church. Those who have stolen in among you.
Deepest darkness reserved for sinners Darkness reserved aiona Sinners in the church. Those who have stolen in among you.

Christ has key to death and hades hadou (hades) Death and Hades. Hades an unspecified place of the dead.
4th seal opened, death and hades loosed hadou (hades) Death and Hades. Hades an unspecified place of the dead.
Book of Life - includes those worship beast. Those who worship the Beast in the last days.
Tormented by fire and sulphur unto the ages aiwvas aiwviov Those who worship the Beast in the last days and have the mark of the Beast.
Beast & false prophet into lake of fire Lake of Fire. Tortured day and night unto the ages. The Beast and the False Prophet.
Devil thrown in with beast and fp (19:20) Lake of Fire. The Devil
